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Sydney the global focus of new biological research into human and plant health

Global leaders in biological science have gathered in Sydney for a conference reporting on latest research into the causes and treatment of diseases that affect millions of people around the world.

The conference will also address the booming field of plant science, including the impact of climate change on food crops and forests.

COMBIO 2007 is a joint meeting of the Australian Society for Biochemistry and Molecular Biology, the Australia and New Zealand Society for Cell and Developmental Biology and the Australian Society of Plant Scientists.

Starting today (Sunday) at the Sydney Convention Centre, it is Australasia’s premier broad-based biological sciences meeting with more than 800 delegates from all over the world.

COMBIO Chairman, Professor Philip Hogg, said the conference would explore research advances on conditions including cancer, diabetes, cardio-vascular and neuro-degenerative disorders, infectious and genetic diseases.

Scientists will also report on studies on the molecular basis of ageing, along with new dimensions in stem cell research, human reproduction, nutrition and regenerative medicine.

Professor Hogg, a biochemist and cancer researcher at the University of NSW, said the conference had attracted international speakers of the highest calibre.

COMBIO will also report on advances in developing agricultural plants with improved salt, drought and disease resistance while enhancing their nutritional value.
