NOTES FOR PROPOSERS

Each year the Society considers nominations for the Merck Medal.  While there is no age limit for this Medal, Nominees for the Merck Medal should not have qualified for their highest degree (usually PhD) more than 15 years ago. A copy of your highest degree certificate (or of dated documentation as evidence of the award of that degree) must be part of this application (see #7 below). Proposers for Medallists must have been members of the Society for at least 2 years before the year in which the Medal application is to be considered.  The nominee must have been a member of the Society for at least 2 years prior to the year in which the Medal application is considered. The Medallist will present a Plenary lecture at the next ASBMB annual scientific conference (usually ComBio), where she/he will receive complimentary registration.

NOMINATION PROPOSAL

B. Nomination Details: Proposers should submit the Nomination containing details as numbered in the following order, and not exceeding the maximum specified space limits.

2. Nominee’s educational qualifications.

3. Nominee’s previous appointments and positions.

4. Nominee’s previous honours and awards.

5. Citation. [2 pages]

This should be a description of the nominee’s major scientific contributions in relation to the objectives of the award of the medal, the significance of these contributions, an explanation as to why the nominee is especially qualified to receive the medal, and a description of the nominee’s contribution where the nominee has been part of a research team or teams.

6. Complete list of the nominee’s publications (single spaced).

This list should not include abstracts, and should be in two parts. 

(i) The five best publications from the preceding five years, plus up to five papers from the preceding period, with a brief annotation for each paper (no more than 4 lines) describing its significance. Numbers of citations, the impact factor of the journal, and the ranking of that journal within its field based on impact factor (specify field if not Biochemistry and Molecular Biology), must be given for these 10 publications.

(ii) A full list of publications.
