6. Preference will be given to those students in the final year of their PhD (or equivalent postgraduate degree programme), those travelling interstate or internationally to attend the ComBio2011 conference, and those who have already attended a ComBio conference. 

7. The awardees will receive their Registration Bursary at the ComBio2011 conference.
